CAREER PROFILE

JOB DESCRIPTION:
The two general descriptions of a criminologist are: someone who studies criminal behaviour and society's reactions to crime, or a person who seeks to understand the complexities of crime, its causes, how we define it and how successful we are in dealing with it. It would be hard to tell someone that you are a criminologist without going into an excessive amount of detail. This is true because there are many different kinds of criminologists. Some analyze statistics on crime. They discuss frequency, location and which people are committing the crime. These types advise government agencies and police forces on crime patterns and policies about crime prevention. They can also help to interpret long term trends in crime. Another type of criminologist is one that semi-overlaps into psychology. They are sometimes called a Criminal Psychologist. They deal with figuring out why criminals do what they do. They figure out why crimes are committed and how they can possibly be prevented in the future. This type of criminologist can be found working in correctional facilities, mental institutions or teaching or conducting research at universities.

This job would most likely be given to someone who has already been a Criminologist. The university would be looking for someone who had experience and understood the field, not somebody straight out of university. My guess would be that the salary would be around $70 000. That is the minimum salary for a Criminologist.

SALARY RANGE FOR A CRIMINOLOGIST:

The salary range for a Criminologist is $71 000 to $100 000. It only is less or more in special circumstances. An example of when it would exceed would be if you worked for a prestigious position with the government, like CSIS in Canada or the FBI in the U.S.. Shown on the next page in Table 1 is the salary by years of experience for a Criminologist.

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As you can see there is rapid advancement salary wise in the field of Criminology.

EDUCATIONAL REQUIREMENTS:
In the field of criminology it is not required that you have an extensive education, but if you do, you are almost guaranteed a very decent job at very decent pay.


High school credits that are needed to take Criminology at university are English, Algebra, Accounting, Social Studies, Psychology and Law. In university, you will draw on all of these courses due to the vast field of criminology. The math courses will be helpful in analyzing mathematical statistics, social studies for other statistics, psychology for the criminal psychologist form of the job and law  for general knowledge of how the system works. If you take these courses and do well, you should be okay in the criminology course in university.


University credits that are required all depend on which type of criminologist you intend on becoming. If you intend on becoming a criminologist that analyses crime statistics, the courses that would be useful would be a major in criminology and minors in statistics and geography. If you intend on criminologist that analyses the minds of criminals, a joint major in criminology and psychology with minors in statistics and geography. If you plan on being a criminologist, be sure you look into the job before you head off to university. Be sure that you know the requirements for the part of the field you would enjoy.

Education also varies on how far you wish to go in the criminology field. To be a respected criminologist and have a somewhat good and average paying job, a minimum of a B.A. is required. Many universities offer this course in Canada and around the world. But, the ticket to a well paying job and rapid advancement is a Masters degree or Ph.D. in Criminology. With these degrees you are open to high paying and extremely respectable jobs almost straight out of university. With a Masters of Criminology degree or Ph.D. on your resume, you are open to jobs with the government, high up the ladder at a police force or even at prestigious government agencies like CSIS. (Note: At the police force, you would have to start at the lower levels, but your advancement would be very quick).

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:

There aren’t anymore things that you have to achieve to become a Criminologist, but there are some skills and interest that you should have.

Skills that are important in the field of criminology are understanding of law, logic and due to rapidly growing technology, you will need skills in computer literacy. Criminologists today rely heavily on the use of computers for statistics and other information on crime. They can also be used for picture line ups or even accident reconstruction. According to a head of a criminology program at an undisclosed university, computer literacy “is vital to the modern day criminologist” (source: on.cx.bridges.com).


Interests that are helpful to a criminologist are law, geography, the workings of the human mind and statistics. 

If you possess a number of or all of these skills and interests, you are very well suited for a career in criminology.

EDUCATIONAL GOALS
SCHOOLS THAT OFFER CRIMINOLOGY PROGRAMS:

In Kingston: Unfortunately, there are no schools in Kingston that offer Criminology programs.

In Ontario: There are many schools in Ontario that offer Criminology, but the top three you could attend are Carleton, University of Toronto and University of Windsor.

In Canada: The top programs in Canada outside Ontario are at University of Alberta, University of British Colombia and Simon Fraser University. (Note: Simon Fraser has the best Criminology program in Canada)

Outside Canada: The top three programs outside Canada are located at Cornell, Yale and Harvard.
