How can Nelson help teachers implement the new curriculum?

Nelson Science Inservice
The Nelson Science Inservice Team of teacher workshop leaders is led by full-time seconded science

educators. Since September 1999, Nelson has led over 150 workshops helping more than 500

schools using Nelson Science 9 and 10 to implement the new curriculum and resources. 

The Nelson Inservice Workshops model is a three-phase process:

Phase 1: 
Initial Implementation
Workshop
This workshop
focuses on a general
overview of the
curriculum, the
student and teacher
resources features,
and instructional
designs. A hands-on
activity from the
Student Text and
Student Record of
Learning are always
part of the
workshop.

Phase 2: 
Assessment and Evaluation
Workshop
This workshop helps teachers
with planning using the
assessment tools in the
Nelson Teacher’s Resources,
including the Curriculum and
Assessment Planning Chart,
rubrics, checklists, and self-
assessment. The goal of this
workshop is to assist
teachers with maintaining a
balance of instruction and
assessment, reflecting the
Ontario Science Achievement
Chart categories.

Phase 3: 
Customized Workshops
By cooperatively planning
workshops with the Science
Consultant, Subject Area Chair,
or Department Head, Nelson
delivers customized workshops
that reflect the specific needs of
schools and school boards.
Examples of these customized
workshops might include: 

• Integrating technology into the

curriculum

• Establishing linkages between

Biology, Chemistry, and Physics

• Optimizing STSE
