Electric Field Mapping Software:

This software plots the electric field on screen for a series of up to 15 point charges that have been assigned a generic charge anywhere from –5….+5 (not 0) on the screen which has been laid out on a cartesian coordinate system of x (from –39…+39) and y (from –12…+12).

The software will prompt you for the number of charges (try 2 first) and then for the coordinates and charge for each.

Enter the coordinates and charge in the following way:

“x coordinate”, “y coordinate”, charge

Example: -10,0,5 will place a +5 charge at (x,y) of  (-10,0)

press the enter key and the prompt for the next charge will appear.

When all of the charges are coded then the last enter key will plot the field.

Printing the field:

1. Press the Prt Scrn (Print screen key on the computer keyboard)

2. Shell out to a graphic software package and paste the picture from the Windows clipboard.

3. Reverse the colours (B/W for W/B) to conserve printer toner

4. Print the graphic from the graphic software program.

About the program:
